Independent Electoral Commission Performance in Thailand and the Philippines

Overview of KPI- ADMU-DDS IHOPE Project by Dr. Thawilwadee Bureekul

King Prajadhipok’ s Institute (KPI) and Ateneo de Manila University ( ADMU) have
cooperated on research about indicators to evaluate independent electoral commission
performance in the Philippines and Thailand and adapt the indicators for implementation in
both countries. There are common indicators (applicable to both countries) and specific
indicators  ( applicable to  one  country or the other) . Moreover,
the conceptual framework is classified into three domains: macro domain, meso domain, and

micro domain.

Formulating an independent electoral commission performance index: Thail and
Philippine insights and results by Dr. Segundo Joaquin E. Romero

Dr. Segundo Joaquin E. Romero presented an introduction about the IHOPE (Inclusive,
Honest, Orderly and Peaceful Elections) framework, which is the main framework of this
research.  The indicators for analyzing data from the Philippines and Thailand can be
categorized into  Macro, Micro, and Meso domains. : 1) Regarding the Macro domain, he
addressed citizens’ attitude about the election system and the participation of various sectors.
2) Regarding the Meso domain, he addressed the monitoring and evaluation of election results
and voter education. 3) Regarding the Micro domain, he addressed election mechanisms and
laws related to elections, and mentioned indicators that have been used for analyzing data in
the Philippines and Thailand. He also explained the primary results of the survey in the

Philippines and the primary results from Thailand through use of secondary data.

Comments

1. Assoc. Prof. Somchai Srisutthiyakorn proposed a system model. The system model consists
of leading indicators (cause: input and process) and lagging indicators (effect: output and
outcome). He suggested a system model could be the basis for improving indicators.

2. Ms. Somsri Han-anantasuk discussed comparing the election processes of Thailand and the
Philippines. Moreover, she also explained about the rights of voters and women’ s
participation.

3. Dr. Grace Gorospe-Jamon, from the University of the Philippines, commented that the
Philippines and Thailand have different contexts. Moreover, she addressed the context,
problems, and solutions regarding elections in the Philippines.

4. Mr. Eric Jude O. Alivia of NAMFREL discussed the limitations of election commissions and the

solutions in order to have transparency and effective results.
